President/CEO Report to the Board of Directors
July 25, 2016

Topic #1 – SC Department of Health and Human Services (SCDHHS) Conversion of FQHC Medicaid Reimbursement to Perspective Payment System (PPS)
Progress continues in the implementation of the conversion of FQHC Medicaid reimbursement to a revised alternate payment system.  The rate setting is complete and the rate settled upon for CHC is favorable. Work is now focusing on contract amendment language to ensure that: a) future administrations are not able to the rate; b) processes are in place to ensure the managed care organizations payment of the health center encounter rate; and c) a fair and reasonable Change in Scope process. 
Topic # 2: State Appropriations for FY17

The final state budget included an appropriation for FQHCs in the amount of $6.4 million with $4 million  allocated through a formula methodology to be developed by SC DHHS and $2.4 million to be paid for enrolling new uninsured and Health Outcomes Program patients.
Topic # 3: NACHC Contract for 340B Training and Technical Assistance Services
CHC entered into a 3-month contract to assist the National Association of Community Health Centers (NACHC) with responding to requests for training and technical assistance related to the 340B Drug Discount Program.  That contract has been completed as of June 30, 2016 and CHC has billed NACHC a total of $55, 088 for fees and expenses ($49,875 in fees).  Comprehensive raining was provided for over 120 health centers from the following states:  Michigan, Iowa, Illinois, North Carolina, New Hampshire, Vermont, Maine, and Massachusetts.  Pharmacist in Charge Dr. Dominic Mellette participated in the training in New England.  In addition to the statewide trainings, CHC staff provided direct technical assistance to a number of health centers on a wide range of 340B issues. 
Topic # 4: Coordination with Nurse Family Partnership (National Office) for Health Center Week Site Visit by Senator Tim Scott

The National Office of Nurse Family Partnership has engaged CHC in discussions with Senator Tim Scott’s office regarding a site visit to be held at The Children’s Center in conjunction with National Health Center Week and National Home Visitation Week, bith of which are held in August.  Sue Veer has met with NFO and Senator Scott’s staff in Washington DC, Brooke Holloway has been instrumental in issuing the official invitation, and Governmental Relations Consultant Rudy Williams is responsible for follow-up and confirmation with the Senator’s staff.  Once a date is confirmed, details will be forwarded to the Board.
